Sump Pump Surcharge: $100 Monthly for any premise with habital space below grade which has not had an inspection
confirming no sump pump is installed or for which a sump pump is installed that discharges
to the District's sewer mains (additional fines may be imposed for illegal discharges)

District Research and Retrieval Fee: $30/hr

Commercial Grease Trap Violation Fee: $100 Plus actual costs for pumping of grease trap
Fine for Unauthorized Discharges/Pollutants into Main: $500 Per day, until unauthorized discharge is stopped
Fine for Unauthorized Sewer Tap Connections: $500 Per day, until unauthorized discharge is stopped
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
